I continued to study.
Look for "past progressive" key words: at that moment, at that time, while, etc.

Past progressive key words: Yesterday at XX:XX, on (XX month) last year, etc.

Simple Past 
Simple past is used when you want to talk about the past in general. 

-EXAMPLE- 
I played cards yesterday.
Simple past key words: yesterday, last year, last month, last vacation…
